Some students worry that a CCA will only take up time they
need for studying. In fact, the right CCA can be one of the best parts of school life— and it gives you far
more than a single line on your report card.

First of al, a CCA keeps you active and gives your mind arest. After along day of lessons, running on &
field or playing in aband is awelcome change. Sports CCAs build up your fitness and energy, while quieter
clubs help you to relax and unwind. Either way, you come back to your studies feeling fresher than before.

A CCA isalso one of the easiest ways to make new friends. Y ou meet students from other classes who
enjoy the very same things that you do, and working together towards a shared goal brings people closer
quickly. Thisiswhy so many students find that their closest friends come not from their own classroom;dut
from their CCA.

Beyond friendship, a CCA teaches skills that ordinary lessons cannot. Y ou might learn to lead ateam, to
perform on a stage, or to stay calm when the pressure is on. Each time you try something difficult and
slowly improve, you grow alittle more confident. These are skills that will help you long after you have left
school. 15

How do you choose the right CCA? Start by thinking about what you truly enjoy, not just what your friends
arejoining.
